	1821: Newly independent Mexico invites Americans to settle in Texas.

· Offered land grants to land agents

· Land sold for 12 ½ cents per acre



	1822 ( Stephen Austin and others establish colonies and Americans decide Texas promises great wealth

	Mexican government dislikes the Americans slaveholding, English and Protestant faith.


	(
	1830 ( Mexico becomes concerned and restricts further immigration

	1833: Austin appeals to Santa Anna (Mexican President) to get greater self-government


	(
	Austin gets arrested and imprisoned for starting a revolution.

	1835: Austin returns to Texas and declares war is the “only recourse”.  He calls on Texans to arm themselves.

	Texans move to the Alamo (an abandoned church).  Mexican President sends troops to 

	February 1836 ( Texans and Mexicans clash at the Alamo in a 12-day siege.

	All 187 Texans die, after killing 1500 Mexicans.

	April 22, 1836 ( Americans killed 630 and captured Santa Anna in a surprise attack at San Jacinto, saying “Remember the Alamo”

	Mexican President recognizes Texan independence.  Texas elects a President, writes a Constitution.

	1838 ( Texas seeks annexation
	(
	The US divides over annexation.  The North opposes Texas because it would extend slavery

	James K. Polk is elected on a pro-expansion platform

	1845 ( Lone Star Republic is admitted to the Union as the twenty-eighth state.

	1846 ( US and Mexico disagree in the southern border for Texas.  The US wants to go to the Rio Grande, Mexico wants the Nueces River

	The Mexican War begins
